In addition to shows of members’ work, the
gallery occasionally hosts work by guest artists that helps to make New Haven a vibrant regional
center for the arts, such as Karen Klugman’s Upper State Street 1978: At the Height of Its
Decline, and the group show Legacy & Rupture, Forbidden Memory curated by Howard el-
Yasin.

In an effort to showcase the diversity and talent of the local arts community, City Gallery has
recently created a scholarship program. This programs provides full gallery membership for two
years to emerging artists who may not have the resources to become a part of a collective,
member-run gallery.

All of the artists have distinguished resumes and have exhibited widely, and many also teach in
the New Haven artistic community.
